Respondent voluntarily admitted that he stole 75 hydrocodone with APAP

325 mg. tablets from

Albertson’s Pharmacy #946. Respondent removed these tablets from the pharmacy without a valid

prescription on May 15, 2005, which is a violation of A. R.S. § 36-2525 (D).
22, The report also included Respondent’s second signed admission,

wherein Respondent admitted that he stole about 200 tablets of hydrocodone 10m

dated May 19, 2005,
g. with APAP 325 mg.

tablets from Albertson’s Pharmacy # 946, the month preceding May 19, 2005, without a valid

prescription. Respondent’s theft or removal of the hydrocodone tablets is a violatibn of A,R.S. § 36-2525

(D). Respondent further admitted that he threw away the tablets and that he adjusted the pharmacy’s

computer inventory counts for this drug.

23.  OnMay 24, 2005, a Board Compliance Officer conducted two audits for hydrocodone

products at Albertson’s Phaarmacy #964. The audit results disclosed the following :

A The first audit was for the period from May 2, 2004 to April 30,

shortages were determined :
